SESSION REPORT ON THE SEARCH 
FOR AN 

INTERIM SENIOR PASTOR 
 

On February 28, 2010, our church voted to 
approve Allen C. McSween, Jr.'s request to 
be honorably retired as Senior Pastor of 
Fourth Presbyterian Church. Allen has 
served our church as Senior Pastor for al-
most 20 years. We will, of course, dearly 
miss Allen's leadership and friendship, and 
we look forward to celebrating and thanking 
him for his time with us as our pastor. It is 
also important, however, that we make an 
appropriate transition from Allen's leader-
ship to that of our next Senior Pastor. Be-
cause it has been so long since our church 
has gone through a search for a Senior Pas-
tor, the Session felt it was important to dis-
cuss some of the issues that may be on your 
mind as we approach this important time in 
the life of our church. 
 
First, some of you may understandably ex-
pect that the goal of the church is to fill the 
Senior Pastor position as quickly as possible 
so that we can get on with the work of the 
church. That in fact is often the goal in re-
placing a position of leadership in many 
fields. However, the exact opposite is true 
with a church, especially one transitioning 
from a long term, beloved Senior Pastor.  
 
The first part of the transition process is to 
search for an Interim Senior Pastor. The 
Session has appointed an Interim Senior 
Pastor Search Committee composed of 
Ruth Roper (chair), Bill Pitman, Bill 
Sibley, Carol Cobb and Marvin Quattle-
baum, Jr. Finding the right Interim Senior 
Pastor is very important. The Interim Senior 
Pastor will lead our church during the in-
terim period as we search for our new Per-
manent Senior Pastor. While we do not 
know how the Holy Spirit will lead us dur-
ing this process, you should be aware that 
the interim period often takes a considerable 
period of time, often between one and two 
years. We know that sounds like a long 
time. However, experience has shown that 
rushing into calling a new Permanent Senior 
Pastor is risky. Congregations often benefit 
from a time of self-assessment and planning 
during the interim period. Furthermore, the 
sooner a Permanent Senior Pastor is called, 
the greater the likelihood that he or she will 
be unfairly compared to Allen. It would not 
be healthy if in response to every decision 

or action of our new 
Senior Pastor, mem-
bers  
 
commented "that is not 
how Allen used to do 
it."  
 
For this reason, the Interim Senior Pastor 
Search Committee, pursuant to the require-
ments of the Presbyterian Church (USA), 
will conduct a thorough, diligent and 
prayerful search for just the right Interim 
Senior Pastor. We want to make sure we 
have the right person to lead us in this vital 
work during this important time. We do not 
know how long the search will last, but we 
would hope to have an Interim Senior Pas-
tor in place by the end of June. 
 
Some time after the Interim Senior Pastor 
arrives, the CongregationÕs Nominating 
Committee will nominate and the Congre-
gation will elect a Pastor Nominating Com-
mittee. As you may know, under our PC 
(USA) Constitution, we cannot elect a Pas-
toral Nominating Committee while the pre-
sent pastor is still in place. After that the 
Committee will then begin the process of 
searching for our new Permanent Senior 
Pastor. 
 
We hope this answers some of the questions 
you may have about the time and process 
ahead. If you have other questions, please 
ask any Session member, and we will do 
our best to provide you with the information 
you need.  
 
However, we would request three things 
from you during this transition period. First, 
please be patient. As described above, the 
process will take longer than you might 
have expected, but the length of time is by 
design and is more often than not healthy. 
Second, we ask you to continue to support 
the church in the ways you have during Al-
len's leadership and even consider stepping 
up your support. Experience has shown that 
when this is done, a transition period can be 
a time where a church grows even closer 
and more alive. Finally, we ask that you 
pray for the church and the search commit-
tees that will carry out the search processes. 
We are confident that God will lead us to 
call the right Interim Senior Pastor and then 
the right Permanent Senior Pastor, but we 
know that your prayers will strengthen us 
during this time period.
