During this Advent season we will be ex-
ploring in worship the magnificent pro-
logue to the Gospel of John (John 1:1-18). 
My hope is that we will come to a deeper 
understanding of what we celebrate at 
Christmas—the Incarnation of the Word of 
God in Jesus Christ. The theme for our 
Advent series is “What Are You Getting 
For Christmas?” On Nov. 29 we will 
look at John 1:1-5. In the gift of Christ 
“All Things are Ours.” On Dec. 6 we will 
explore John 1:4-13, “The Gift of Life in 
Christ.”  On Dec. 13 we will turn to John 
1:14-16, “Grace Upon Grace.” On Dec. 20 
we will look at John 1:17-18, “The Truth 
of Christ.” On Dec. 24 in our candlelight 
service we will hear the familiar Christ-
mas story in Luke’s gospel and examine 
the “The Light that Shines in Every Dark-
ness.” 
 
To assist in your Advent preparation, you 
should have received by now an Advent 
Devotional Booklet. If not, please call the 
church office, and we will see that you get 
a copy. The distinctive feature of this 
year’s booklet is that all the devotionals, 
except the final two, were written by 
members who have died in the past years. 
They are no longer with us in person, but 
their words still speak to us and their 
memory still has power to bless us.

Buz Wil-
coxon will preach and the service will be 
built around the beloved Advent carol “O
